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My House

ACTIVITY 1

AIM:

An activity to practise the vocabulary of rooms of the house, furniture and ordinal numbers.

TIME:

30 minutes

INSTRUCTIONS:

Cut copies of the My House worksheet into two. Ask students to sit in pairs. Give Student A a copy of Susie’s house
and Student B a copy of Tim’s house. Tell them not to show their pictures to each other. Tell Student A to describe
Susie’s house to Student B, “Susie’s house has got three floors.”, “Susie’s living-room has got a sofa.” Student B
tries to draw the house according to A’s description. Walk around the class listening to students’ descriptions and
correcting them when necessary. When they have finished, students compare their pictures with the pictures on the
worksheet. Then repeat the procedure, with Student B describing Tim’s house to Student A.

ACTIVITY 2

AIM:

An additional oral exercise to practise the vocabulary of the rooms of the house, furniture and ordinal numbers.

TIME:

15 minutes

INSTRUCTIONS:

Students work in pairs with copies of the My House worksheet in front of them. Tell students they have got five

minutes to write down as many differences as possible between the two houses, for example “Susie’s house has got
three floors, but Tim’s house has got two floors.” When the five minutes are over, write the students’ sentences on the
board. The pair with the most correct sentences is the winner.
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
